The Jubilee Days Festival is eager to help
you present the best parade unit possible. To that end, we ask that parade entries adhere
to the guidelines listed below.

1. Parade units must make formal application for participation and be approved by
the Jubilee Days Festival Parade Committee. Units will be evaluated on the basis
of the Committee’s determination of the unit’s contribution to the overall
effectiveness of the Parade. Unauthorized units will not be allowed to participate
in the Parade.

2. The information provided on the application form is very important in
determining entry acceptance or denial, parade line-up placement, promotion, and
future correspondence. Please be sure this information is as complete and
accurate as possible.

3. A valid parade application must be accompanied by a “Certificate of Insurance’
evidencing proper insurance coverage for you and/or your organization. A parade
application cannot be processed without proof of insurance.
